Minimum Standards for Tackling ASB

A new partnership document has
been published setting out what

Poole residents can expect from

agencies responsible for tackling
anti-social behaviour.

The document outlines how
agencies will work together to
identify hotspot locations, repeat
and vulnerable victims and
known perpetrators, in order to
respond swiftly and effectively.

The document pledges to:

take complaints seriously,
investigate them
thoroughly and respond
promptly

meet with victims if they
want to discuss their case
in person

offer a single point of

contact to liaise with

consider the full range of
criminal and legal
remedies available

keep victims informed of
progress.

It also offers victims the right to
have their case reviewed if they
feel that it is not being handled
appropriately.

The Minimum Standards have
been signed by the following
agencies: Dorset Police, the
Borough of Poole, Dorset Fire
and Rescue Service, Dorset
Probation Service, NHS
Bournemouth and Poole and
Poole Housing Partnership.

How to better support victims of anti
social behaviour was the theme of a
summit organised by the Borough of
Poole attended by 50 practitioners
and residents earlier this year.
Attendees heard powerful fihgtnd
testimony from a victim of persistent
antisocial behaviour in Rossmore,
who described the strain that years of
being under siege puts victims under.
One of the key calls from the summit
was that victims of persistent ASB
wanted to be allocated a single case
worker to support them through the
process of getting justice, rather than
having to navigate a maze of agencies
on their own. The Borough of Poole is
in the process of appointing a victim
support officer to address this need.
Victims attending the meeting
welcomed the chance to share
experiences, as well as learning about
agencies available to offer support. A
