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Analysis of the Latest Data on Migration Trends – May 2009 Update
1.
Purpose of Report
1.1 To summarise the latest statistics on migration in the South West, including inflows of migrants and take-up of the New Points Based System.  The paper provides an update on the previous report released in September 2008
.
1.2 It is hoped this report will help to develop the evidence base to support regional and local policies on migration, in particular the development of policies involving engagement with migrant workers and/or their employers.  
2.
A8 Migration 

2.1
Previous National Insurance Number (NINO) figures indicate migration from the Accession 8 (A8) countries
 which joined the EU in May 2004 has made up slightly less than 50% of overall migration over the last 3 years.  The most recent NINO data only goes up to September 2008 but does show that roughly 46% of South West NINO registrations to overseas nationals (in the period March – September 2008) were to migrants from the A8 states (source: Department for Work & Pensions)
. 

2.2
Chart 1 displays the total numbers of Workers Registration Scheme (WRS) approvals in the South West and the UK since April 2006. The WRS is designed, in part, to record the numbers of A8 nationals entering the UK (for more information see Annex B).  Overall there were 11,900 registrations of A8 migrants to the South West in 2008. The figures show only comparatively slight reductions in the number of registrations in the last two quarters of 2007 and the first two quarters of 2008, followed by a very sharp fall in registrations in the last half of the year.  Registrations in July – September 2008 were almost 50% lower than in the same period in 2007 and in October – December 2008 they were over 35% lower than they had been a year before.

As Chart 2 shows the trend is replicated nationally with registrations in July – September 2008 and October – December 2008 being 32% and 47% lower respectively, than during the equivalent periods in 2007.  This confirms that the recession has had a very significant impact on the decisions of Eastern European workers to come to the UK.  Eastern European migration has reached a post-accession low with the overall number of registrations in 2008 (156,000) the lowest for all full years since accession
. except 2004 (where it was 125,885).

Chart 3 displays WRS figures broken down by county and unitary local authority areas.  In contrast to ESW’s previous report (which found that registrations in 2007/08 were continuing to rise in a minority of areas like Swindon and Cornwall), the chart clearly indicates that registrations are falling notably in all areas of the region.  Significant sub-regional variations remain however with the largest reductions occurring in the counties of Cornwall, Devon and Gloucestershire (District figures are available in Annex A).

As Table 1 shows, the vast majority of A8 registrations (about 72% between October and December 2008) in the South West come from Polish nationals.  It is also Polish registrations which are declining the most dramatically, falling by 76% from the first quarter of 2007 to the last quarter of 2008. Registrations from the Czech Republic and Lithuania, which have traditionally been high relative to other non-Polish A8 registrations, have also fallen  significantly, although Slovakian registrations have only fallen slightly while inflows of Hungarian workers have actually increased.

Chart 4 breaks down the number of registrations in the South West by industry.  The dominance of administration, business and managerial services is misleading as this includes all registrations made through a recruitment agency, whatever sector the applicant ends up working in.  However the dominance of agriculture, hospitality and catering, health and medical services, manufacturing and SBS sectors (i.e. food processing) indicates that migrant workers are still very much located in the same sectors as in previous years.

For each of the top eight industries in Chart 4 the numbers of A8 migrants has declined between 2007 and 2008.  Transport has seen the most significant decline with 44% fewer registrations in 2008 than 2007, while construction and manufacturing have seen equivalent falls of about 37%.  In agriculture, SBS sectors (primarily food processing) and hospitality and catering the decline has been less stark (between 14% and 18%), although survey evidence from employers in agriculture has pointed to significant declines in numbers of temporary workers, particularly in Cornwall
 (a table containing these figures can be found in Annex A).  
2.8
In contrast registrations have increased since 2007 in a minority of industries where the employment of A8 migrants is, quantitatively, less significant.  A8 employment in education and cultural services increased by as much as 85% (from 65 in 2007 to 120 in 2008) and by about 29% in retail and property services. The former could indicate a growing demand for Eastern European support staff in areas with large numbers of Eastern European pupils. 
3.
Non EEA Migration – The Work Permit System
3.1
Until the establishment (in November 2008) of tier 2 of the new Points Based System for managing migration, most non EEA migrants who came to the UK specifically for the purpose of work (as opposed to, for example, having a UK resident spouse or needing to seek asylum), came under the old work permit system for skilled workers.  The work permit system was also used (and uniquely still is) by skilled migrants from the A2 countries of Bulgaria and Romania (which joined the EU in 2007), and approvals to migrants from these countries are included in the figures below. 
3.2
Chart 5 displays a breakdown of the most recent work permits in the South West (out of an overall total of 2,785 for the period July – December 2008) by nationality.  Indians make up easily the largest number of non-EEA nationals, although there are also prominent numbers of migrant workers from the Philippines and China.  Bulgarians (who along with Romanians have to use the work permit system despite being in the EEA) made up the second highest number of work permit recipients during this period (at 13%), although Romanians only accounted for a mere 0.7% of approvals.  This could indicate where the bulk of A2 migration may come in the future, when immigration restrictions are relaxed, although more data would be needed before drawing such a conclusion.

Table 2 shows the total numbers of work permit approvals in the South West along with breakdowns by sector (in this case the top 8 sectors identified in the last statistics report in September 2008).  Overall the total number of work permits has (like WRS registrations) declined by 19% from a peak in 2006 (in part due to increased restrictions imposed by the government), although in stark contrast to WRS registrations, the number of work permits actually increased (by 11%) from 2007 to 2008, despite the onset of recession.  One possibility for this could be an urgency among employers to recruit more non-EEA workers before the imposition of new responsibilities under the Points Based System.

The sectoral distribution of non-EEA migrants differs notably from A8 migrants, with almost 26% concentrated in health and medical services and far fewer in administration, business and managerial services.  Furthermore while, as with A8 migrants, there are considerable concentrations on work permit based migrants in hospitality and catering, food processing and manufacturing, there are also large concentrations in education, and computer services, with 345 approved work permits in 2008 in education and cultural activities compared to only 120 equivalent WRS registrations (despite an increased demand for Eastern European support staff).

Work permits have not increased across all sectors during 2008.  In education and cultural activities they declined by about 25% (perhaps signifying that the simultaneous increase in WRS registrations was less to do with an overall increase in demand in education and due more to the increased need for specialist language support).  In contrast there was a 24% increase in work permits in health and medical services (possibly fuelled by demand in the case sector, see below) and a staggering 264% (albeit from a low figure of just 125) in work permits in food processing.  This latter is likely to include mainly A2 migrants as the Sector Based Scheme is now reserved solely for them (however even if this element is discounted for there has still been an increase in overall work permits since 2007). 
3.6
Chart 6 shows that work permit approvals are heavily concentrated in a number of specific occupations, particularly Mushroom Processors, Senior Carers, Engineers and Nurses.  Table 3 shows that the number of approved work permits for Senior Carers and Mushroom Processors fell in 2007 after a peak in 2006 before rising again in 2008.  The total number of work permits for Senior Carers in 2008 was 127% higher than in 2005 and 98% higher than in 2007, indicating a very high demand and justifying recent concerns (which the government is attempting to address) that the requirements of the new Points Based System could lead to major shortages in the care sector.  In contrast the number of work permits in nursing and other health professions has declined over the last four years, in part because of efforts by the government to make the NHS less dependent on overseas workers, although there have been small increases in 2008 over the previous year.

4.
Seasonal Agricultural Workers Scheme

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4.1
The Seasonal Agricultural Workers Scheme (SAWS), formerly constituted, alongside the Sector Based Scheme (SBS), the only route for “low-skilled” migration from outside EEA. Following the accession of the A2 states in January 2007, the scheme was reserved for Bulgarian and Romanian nationals only.   

4.2
SAWS registrations are difficult to track over time as they tend to respond to seasonal variations, as Chart 7 shows.  What Chart 7 does indicate is that while use of the SAWS in the peak quarter of 2008 was 13% lower than in the equivalent period of 2007, SAWS approvals overall in 2008 were only slightly lower (about 2.5%) than in 2007.  This (alongside the relatively small reduction in WRS registrations in agriculture mentioned above) suggests a continued need for migrant workers in “low-skilled” agriculture, although, ofcourse, this may have changed in the first few months of 2009. 
5.
The Points Based System

5.1 Although tier 2 of the Points Based System (PBS) has been operating since November 2008, management statistics have yet to be released and so are not included in this report.  However all employers who want to recruit non-EEA workers under the new system need to register with the UK Border Agency (UKBA) and obtain a sponsorship license
.  Consequently we can get some idea of the geographical and sectoral distribution of the businesses which are currently, or will in the near future be, recruiting non-EEA workers. 

5.2 According to the UKBA register of sponsors which was published in January 2009, 273 employers have registered as sponsors in the South West under either tier 2 (skilled workers, e.g. the replacement for the old work permit system) or tier 5 (temporary migration and youth mobility) or both.  By far the majority have registered under tier 2 (266 in total) and all but 7 have achieved an A rating
 (a list of companies is contained in appendix C).

5.3
Chart 8 displays the distribution of PBS sponsors by "higher-tier" local authority areas.  The figures display only the number of businesses employing non-EEA migrants through the Points Based System and not the number of migrant workers they are actually employing (which could range considerably depending on demand, size of business and what occupations they are being employed).  Unsurprisingly the largest distribution is in Bristol where there are a number of sponsors in engineering, finance, information technology industries as well as in restaurants specialising in food from other parts of the world.  The large number in Swindon also reflects the high concentration of manufacturing and higher skilled industries, while the low number in Cornwall (particularly in relation to its NINO figures) may point to the lower concentration of high skilled occupations and industries in the county.

As Chart 9 shows employers of PBS migrants are concentrated in similar sectors to employers of work permit based migrants (slightly more than 50% being employed in hospitality and catering, care, health and education), as would be expected given that the vast majority of these employers are recruiting workers under tier 2 rather than 5 of the PBS.  The high number of sponsors in hospitality and catering probably reflects, in part, the number of restaurants which specialise in ethnically specific food and which need to recruit specialist chefs from abroad. There are significant numbers of sponsors in specialist engineering firms and high-tech manufacturing, including aerospace.  It is possible that these sponsors are employing smaller numbers of mainly specialist workers relative to the sponsors in other industries. 
6.
Conclusion
6.1
The sharp decline in inflows of migrant workers to the South West from the A8 states of Eastern Europe suggests the recession is having an impact on the willingness of migrants to come to the UK and possibly that demand for migrant workers among employers is declining. It is important to remember, however, that inflows remain high by historical standards, and large numbers of workers are continuing to come to the region.   
6.2
Declines in inflows need to be measured against information on outflows. A recent ESW report for the Regional Scrutiny Panel collected anecdotal and survey evidence which suggested that while many migrant workers have returned to their countries of origin a large proportion of migrant workers are planning to stay in the long-term
.  In the long term this pattern of long-term settlement in some areas, combined with a reduction in inflows, could see a shift in the primary issues which affect most migrants from areas like local orientation and avoiding exploitation to integrating into the wider community and accessing employment and public services like education. 
6.3
That work permit approvals in the South West actually rose in 2008 relative to 2007 may indicate an urgency among employers and workers to avoid the restrictions of the new Points Based System, which went live in November 2007.  However it also indicates the importance of non-EEA migration, particularly in certain sectors like health and care. 
6.4
This conclusion is supported by the fact that despite the current economic downturn and the stringent new requirements of the new Points Based System (PBS), 273 registrations have been made by employers on the Sponsorship register for the PBS.  Consequently regional policy makers need to monitor the situation carefully and ensure that any changes to the PBS take account of the needs of region’s economy.

Consequently NINO figures were not included in this update. 


� These figures refer to the Government Office Region and not the Postal Region.  As such they may differ from the figures for the South West contained in the Accession Monitoring Reports and the last statistical update produced by Equality South West which both referred to the Postal Region.


� Total registrations in 2008 were still higher in 2004 (at 125,885) but this is misleading as A8 accession did not occur until May and so the WRS figures for 2004 only record inflows of migrants for the last seven months of the year.

� In theory there should be data on employers of migrants with work permits and/or on the WRS. Unfortunately, however, the existence of multiple entries meant that UK Border Agency were unable to provide us with data in this area. 


� Successful sponsors are either given an A or B rating by the UK Border Agency.  A B rating is given to those who don’t have the correct systems in place.  B rated sponsors must follow a sponsorship action plan to help them become A rated.  The low number of B ratings could mean that employers are not finding it too difficult to fulfil the requirements of the Points Based System, although data on the number of employers who have failed to get a license would be needed to get any idea if this is true.  Furthermore some of those employers, like small businesses, who could experience difficulty meeting the requirements may not even try to apply for sponsorship.
